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After you have found your chosen Sound, touch the Load button in the bottom right of the screen and

your chosen Sound will be placed in the Manual Layer you have alr eady selected.

Advice:  As soon as you have selected a Sound Package, you can load the Sounds directly into your Total

Presets. Select an existing Total Preset to which you would like to add a Sound from the Sound Package.

Choose the Manual into which y ou wish to place that new Sound (Upper
QUICKLOAD button and select your chosen Sound. Then touch the Load button, the Sound will be

placed in the selected Manual and you can then Save the Total Preset.

Placing the New Sounds in the Sound Buttons (Mapping)

After you have tried out the new Sounds using the above Quickload procedure, you can place the Sounds

in the Sound Buttons. Proceed as follows:

1. Hold down the chosen Sound Button on the panel (Grand Piano, Strings 1, Trumpet et c) until the
following display appears on the screen.

2. Select the chosen Sound Package from the Drop -Down List under Sound Groups  [Klang
Gruppen]

3. Touch the required Sound in the Sounds [Klangfarben] List. Scroll through that list with the
Tempo/Data Wheel until the required Sound appears. At the end of this Information Sheet you will
find a List of all the Sounds in all the Sound Packages.

4. If the Sounds in the list on the screen appear in alphabetical order, you can change that so they

5. Next, choose the Level [Ebene] (Level 1 to 5)where you wish to place the Sound by touching the

appropriate Level button (shown here as Level [Ebene] 3).
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
